600 second-feet shall be divided, less deductions on account of losses as aforesaid, fifty-six and one-tenth per centum to said Indian lands and to said privately
owned 1ands{ forty—three and nine tenths per centum, except that during periods of high water when it shall be possible and practicable to divert water for the
use of the Indian lands within said project, or some of thém, by méans of the Sacaton Dam, the entire amount of water diferted for the said project by the said
Ashurst-Hayden Dam shall be used for the irrigation of privately owned lands and of such of said Indian lands as cannot be adequately supplied from said Sacaton

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(c) That the Secretary of the Interior or his agents in dividing the waters of the said Florence-Casa Grande
Project shall see that the losses of water in the whole system of project canals (now a part of the San
Carlos Project System) are éhared as equitably as may be to the end that, with respect to such losses,
